$300 adjustment = no charge). The individual earnings achieved will
be reflected on your FACTS statement on book day in August. For the
family in the above example that achieved the $300 goal, they will get
a deduction off tuition for the following year. You can start accruing for
next year’s Manna Fundraising requirement as of May 1st. If you
decided not to participate this year, but would like to reduce the $300
fundraising fee through everyday shopping, please review the flyer
below for additional information.
