Here is a rough outline
of the drive and the times we are asking you to lend help to this worthy cause.

Saturday May 14 - Teams of adult volunteers with help from young volunteers (your children/SJF students/scouts/etc.) will
go door to door through the neighborhood dropping off a bag and letter describing the Food Drive process and requesting
parishioners to leave a bag with food on the porch the following Saturday (May 21°%). We think your time commitment that
day will be between 9:00 A.M. and 11:00 A.M. Please come to Kane Hall at 9:00 A.M. to pick up your bags and street
assignments.
